a. Be plugged into the Body of Christ (Hebrews 10:25)

b. Pray together and confess to one another (James 5:16)

c. Submit to your leadership (I Timothy 4:14)

Have a goal or vision to attain:

a. Focus on the goal(s) or overall vision & keep that as a standard in
doing everything else (John 17:4)

b. And do the Will of God (John 6:38)

Develop a plan of action:

a. Stand up and be a minister of the truth (I Timothy 4:15)
b. Be determined and focused in your plan (John 17:9-19)

Build relationships and be community focused:

a. Love others better than yourself (Philippians 2:3)
b. Allow love to rule in you and be proclaimed from you (Mark 12:30)

Develop people:

a. Focus on a few and disciple them in God’s way of living
(John 3:13-19 & | Timothy 4:1-6)

b. Teach and point others to the Truth (I Timothy 4:6)

Serve:

a. Serve in love (John 13:34-35 & | Corinthians 13:1-3)

b. Be humble in leadership. (John 13:12-17)
